Persepolis Character Web

Introduction: Persepolis has a large and various cast of characters.  Knowledge of these complex characters and of the relationships between them is fundamental to your understanding of the story.  To help you solidify your knowledge of these characters and their relationships, you are to produce a character web which includes (nearly) all characters in the novel and shows the relationships between them.  

Instructions:

Step One: Finish reading Persepolis, pages 111-153. Complete your annotations.

Step Two: Make a list, or update your existing list, of the characters in the book. For each character, decide whether they are a major, supporting, or minor character. Choose three adjectives which describe him or her.  

Step Three: Determine which characters have relationships and write a phrase which describes that relationship.
Step Four: Obtain a sheet or paper or poster board (no smaller than 11” by 14” and no larger than 24” by 36”).
Step Five: For each character, draw a rectangle which contains the character’s name, their category (major, minor, etc), and the three adjective you chose for him or her.  Arrange the rectangles on the paper/poster and draw lines between all the characters that have relationships.  Write the phrases describing each relationship on the lines.

Step Six: Submit your web to me at the beginning of class on Wednesday October 23rd.
